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Verse 5. This is how the holy women of old made themselves beautiful. They trusted God
and accepted the authority of their husbands. Verse 6. For instance, Sarah obeyed her
husband, Abraham, and called him her master.

In the
same way, you husbands must give honor to your wives. Treat your wife with
understanding as you live together. She may be weaker than you are, but she is your
equal partner in God's gift of new life.

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Treat her as you should so your prayers will not be hindered. Verse 8. Finally, all of you
should be of one mind. Sympathize with each other. Love each other as brothers and
sisters. Be tenderhearted, and keep a humble attitude. Verse 9. Don't repay evil for evil.

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Don't retaliate with insults when people insult you. Instead, pay them back with a
blessing. That is what God has called you to do, and he will bless you for it. Verse 10.

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Verse 11. Turn away from evil and do good. Search for peace, and work to maintain it.
Verse 12. The eyes of the Lord watch over those who do right, and his ears are open to
their prayers.
